From 1980 until 1993, he was a lead researcher in the Regional Ecological Laboratory of the Khlopin Radium Institute and was a member of the inspection team at Chernobyl. In the last few years, Bodrov has focused on planning for decommissioning Russia's aging fleet of Chernobyl-style nuclear reactors. In 2009 he gave a presentation on decommissioning to the annual meeting of the IAEA government bodies.
